Peru Journal: Day Two excerpt
Friday, June 4, 2010, continued

After a time of organization we began the VBS
program with ages divided into Tiny Tots, Pri-
mary, Secondary, and Adults. There were 20
plus adults who were very attentive to Bro.
Frank Moreno as he presented the lesson. It

seemed to me that several of the adults already
know the Lord by the way they responded to the
lesson. One of the things that impressed me the
most is the openness of the children as they
interact with our team members. We traveled to
Las Palmas on the Yanayaku River where we
distributed reading glasses as needed, tooth-
brushes and paste with instructions. There were
about 20 young children with their parents. The
normal workday is from about sunrise until
about 2 in the afternoon. Returning to the boat,
we noticed a beautiful rainbow. On the way
back to the Amazon Lodge we were able to see
the rare Amazon Pink Dolphin. It was a beauti-
ful sight. Shortly after returning to the Lodge, we
left for the evangelistic service at TimiCuri
Grande. We landed in a very muddy place
where | slipped coming off the boat and sunk
into mud over the ankles! Cory led the song
service with our team singing several songs
both in English and in Spanish. Testimonies
were given by Chris and Joe which were very
inspiring. Bro. Frank brought the message in
Spanish on the subject of the Fruit of the Spirit.
Following the service, three decisions were
made to receive Christ as Savior. The people
stayed and stayed as long as we would stay.
We finally returned to the Lodge around 11 pm.
The sky was clear and the stars were so bright
